• Both scholarship recipients must attend the Eagle Scout Recognition Event on Saturday, 

May 18, 2023. 
o Scholarship recipients will be asked to provide a video between 2 to 5 minutes as 

representatives of the 2023 Class of Eagle Scouts 
• Applicants must submit the application with the below attachments to 

development104@scouting.org by no later than Sunday, April 14, 2024: 
o Eagle Scout Scholarship Application 
o Resume that includes contact information, education, academic achievements, 

sports, clubs/activities, and awards/significant accomplishments 
o Essay written by Eagle Scout on how Scouting and community service has 

impacted his or her life (not to exceed 500 words). 
o Letter(s) from benefitting community or organization confirming Eagle Scout has 

provided over not less than 100 Hours of service over past two (2) years. 
o Applicants are encouraged to submit photos from his or her community service. 

 
 

REVIEW PROCESS 
 

Aloha Council’s NESA Scholarship Committee will review all applications and make the final 
selection by April 30, 2023.  Winners of scholarships will be notified of the selection via email. 
Recipients will be announced at the 2023 Eagle Scout Recognition Event. 
 
 

 
Scholarships will be granted in the awardee’s first year of secondary education.
